· A new education bird was transferred from Cody, WY, a female Rough-legged Hawk.  She had a broken wing which made her un-releasable, but then she also broke a leg before she got to us.  That will make jessing and training her tricky.  She’s a sweet bird (my comment)

· Kent talked about medical procedures, and he and Cheryl demonstrated and we all could practice injections and wraps on the very well trained birds Cheryl brought.

· Wing wraps

· Injections

· Reading syringes

· Determining the gauge of a needle

· Oral, IM (intramuscular), SQ (subcutaneous) and IV (intravenous) injections

· Dispose of needles in sharps container, wash syringes-soak in tub on sink

· Medications:  Medicam (general anti-inflammatory), 2 strengths, oral only

· Baytril (general antibiotic), 2 strengths, injection

· Ivomac (parasite killer), IV or IM, give 10 days apart

· Panacure (blood parasites), good for waterfowl, oral

· Imoxicillin (antibiotic), infections of stomach, not skin
